The concept of Tapestries is first to draw the viewer’s attention with the colorful energy 
and overall graphics that represents Downtown Los Angeles. The Hompa Buddhist Temple, 
the Disney Concert Hall, the California Plaza, MOCA, the Cathedral of the Angels, the United 
Artist Theater, and the Stillwell Hotel with its fire escapes are amongst the stunning 
structures included in the Los Angeles Tapestries series.  
 
The exhibition is only a sample of the over sixty images of the Los Angeles Tapestries 
series. Yukata Fukuhara is presently creating San Francisco and Chicago Tapestries.  
 
Yukata Fukuhara excelled in graphic and photographic arts at an early age. His 
talent and passion landed him at UCLA where he concentrated on film. While 
attending the famed Art Center School of Design, Fukuhara opened his studio, 
Fukuhara Photography, Inc.  His artistic talent was recognized in 1972 by the 
Long Beach Museum of Art with a One Man Exhibition featuring 27 color and 
black and white prints.
